
 

Saturday and Sunday, October 3 and 4, the annual Heritage Hill Weekend 
Tour of Homes welcomes you inside nine private historic homes and four public 
buildings. Heritage Hill is one of the largest urban historic districts recognized by 
the National Register of Historic Places. Over 1,300 homes dating from 1848 line 
our 64 block neighborhood and every styles of American architecture is 
represented.   

This is the 40th anniversary of the Heritage Hill Tour and we have opened 
our doors to thousands of Tour visitors. An array of architecture, colors, 
decorating styles, and great urban gardens await Tour guests.  

Highlights of the 2009 Tour include an 1867 Saltbox that sits on a former 
Civil War cavalry camp and was transformed into a columned Greek Revival, an 
1890’s shingle style mansion with owners in the business of repairing  fine musical 
instruments, an 1896 Eastlake-adorned charmer that was built by prominent 
businessman William Anderson who had ties to the Pantlind Hotel and also 
donated land for Camp Rogers; a 1905 prairie influenced home that was built by 
the Keeler Brass owner, George Keeler; and two 1909 Craftsmen styles both built 
by families with ties to the justice system. The 1908 Frank Lloyd Wright, Meyer 
May house is celebrating is 20th year of restored glory and the Voigt House again 
touts its heritage with the now annual German Festival.   

Advance tickets for Tour are $12.00 if purchased prior to September 1. 
From September 1 to October 2, tickets are $15.00. Tickets on the weekend of Tour 
are $18.00 for Tour.
